Ground clearance

A WARNING: Damage to the underside
of the vehicle may occur when
approaching steep inclines or
declines.

Track driving

Toachieve optimum performance and reliability,
itisimportant to ensure the following
preconditions are met before attempting todrive
your vehicle on a track:

e Engine oilis at normal operating
temperature

e Engine coolantis at normal operating
temperature

e Tiresshould notexceedthe safe operating
temperatures

0 NOTE: Before you use your vehicle on
a track, consult your McLaren retailer.
McLarenrecommendsthatyourvehicle
beinspected before and aftertrack use.

0 NOTE: Always drive within your limits
and the limits of the vehicle.

Cooling down

MclLaren recommends that you take time to cool
the vehicle down during track driving, due to the
high temperatures that may be generated by
the brakes and transmission, which could affect
performance. Time should be taken to drive the
vehicle at a slower speed without using hard
braking or performing excessive gear changes;
this uses the airflow to cool the vehicle.

MclLaren recommends that time be allowed for
your vehicle to return to normal operating
temperatures before leaving the track.

0 NOTE: When stopping the vehicle
directly after performance driving,
McLarenrecommends that theignition
not beimmediately switched off or the
parking brake applied. McLaren
recommends that the engine be left to
idle priorto the ignition being switched
off.

0 NOTE: Please refer to your Service and
Warranty Guide for track and
competition use implications.
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Opening and Closing

Opening a door

The McLaren 620R has the same interior and
exterior door handles as the standard MclLaren
Sports Series, which should be used for normal
entry to the vehicle. Refer to the McLaren Sports
Series Owner's Handbook.

Closing a door

A WARNING: Keep hands and other
objects clear of the door edge when
closing. Thisis particularly important
for vehicles fitted with soft close
latches as the door will automatically
continue to the fully closed position
when the first catch has engaged.
Thereis no anti-trap feature
preventing the door closing; if an
itemorbody partistrappedbetween
the door and the door aperture,
serious injury and vehicle damage
may occur.

Push/pull the door downward and ensure that
itlatches securely.

NOTE: Do not force close the door; the
door aperture or door seals may be
damaged.

The pull strap can be used to close the doorwhen
the driver is strapped into the seat.

Emergency door opening

Emergency door opening - from inside

The McLaren 620R has an interior emergency
doorrelease; torelease adoor frominside, locate
the manual door release strap and pull. Refer to
the McLaren Sports Series Owner's Handbook.

Emergency door opening - from outside

If you are unable to lock or unlock the vehicle
because the vehicle battery or key fob battery
has become discharged, use the mechanical key.
Refer to the McLaren Sports Series Owner's
Handbook.

Luggage Compartment

To maximize aerodynamic performance, the
MclLaren 620R has open ducts through the
luggage compartment.

0 NOTE: Open ducts may resultin
occasional water droplets entering the
luggage compartment when the lid is
opened in wet conditions.

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Aerodynamics

Overview

The McLaren 620R has an adjustable rear spoiler
and dive planes to give improved downforce.

Rear spoiler

A WARNING: The rear spoiler must be
regularly checked forsigns of damage
andtoensureitis correctly mounted.

A WARNING: Changing the rear spoiler
angle will affect the handling and
stability of the vehicle. Please
familiarize yourself with the vehicle's
behavior after changes have been
implemented.

The aerodynamic stability of the McLaren 620R
is greatly affected by the rear spoiler at high
speeds.

Therear spoiler angle can be adjusted for driving
onracecircuits. The factory setting (lowest angle
of attack) is recommended for the overall
aerodynamic performance of the vehicle, giving
abalanced performance between the downforce
on both axles and the drag of the vehicle.



Aerodynamics

The rear spoiler can be adjusted to three
different positions. A steeperangle of attack will
increase the downforce on the rear axle to
improve the grip and stability of the vehicle.
However, the aerodynamic drag on the vehicle
will also increase as the angle is increased.

Tire selection

If slick tires have been installed on the vehicle,
the tire type needs to be changed in the
instrument cluster menu. This will change the
Tire Pressure Monitoring System (TPMS)
settings; in these settings, the TPMS warning
lightis permanently illuminated due toslick tires
not being road legal. Tire pressure limits have
beensettodetectapuncture; therefore, please
ensure tire pressures are monitored and
managed during track running. Upon installation
of road use tires, please revert the settingin the
instrument cluster menu.

NOTE: McLaren recommends this
setting for track use to reduce the
occurrence of TMPS warnings. In the
eventof hotbleedingbeingcarried out,
some TPMS warnings are still possible.

Suspension

Overview

The McLaren 620R has two-way adjustable
dampers; the dampers are adjustable in both
compression and rebound.

0 NOTE: Due to the motorsport
suspension installed on the McLaren
620R, knocking and hydraulic valve
noise can be heard within the cabin.
This is the expected behavior of the
vehicle and not reason for customer
concern.

Dampers

A WARNING: Dampers mustbe adjusted
symmetrically; this will ensure a
consistent behavior of the vehicles
handling and stability.

A WARNING: Adjusting the damper
settings will affect the handling and
stability of the vehicle. Please
familiarize yourself with the vehicle's
behavior after changes have been
implemented.

The compression adjuster is located at the top
of the damper body; compression adjustment
has 32 different positions. The adjustment
requires a4 mm Allen key; rotate clockwise to
stiffen, and counterclockwise soften.

The rebound adjuster is located at the base of
the damper body; rebound adjustment has 35
different positions. The adjustment wheel should
be rotated clockwise to stiffen and
counterclockwise to soften.
